e Grab hold of both the flex hose handle and the extension wand.

o Pull straight out to detach the handle from the extension wand.

e Locate the lock clip on the other
end of the flex hose.
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Step 3

o Hold down the lock clip to unlock the flex hose from the vacuum.

o Remove the flex hose from the vacuum.

To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
