@ Lift the hard-drive assembly
along with its cable off the
palm rest and keyboard
assembly.




Step 4 — Disconnecting the Interposer

@ Disconnect the interposer from
the hard-drive assembly.

® Connect the hard-drive cable to
the system board and close the
latch to secure the cable.
