TOOLS:
T5 Torx Screwdriver (1)
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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.

Step 1 — SSD

Remove the single 3.1 mm T5 Torx
screw securing the SSD to the logic
board.



Slightly lift the rightmost side of the SSD and firmly slide it straight away out of its socket on the
logic board.


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
